Artificial Prions Created – 23March2004, ScienceDaily --The culprit behind mad cow disease, a.k.a. bovine spongiform encephalopathy, is the most infamous mammalian form of prions. Prions are misfolded proteins that are capable of growing, replicating, and being passed on to daughter cells - that is, they are by themselves heritable. Beyond their disease manifestation, prions also occur naturally in some organisms (such as yeast) and may play important roles in their growth and development. Now, Osherovich and colleagues have identified the amino acid sequences that allow prions to aggregate and replicate - and thereby pass through generations of cells - and prove this by designing an artificial yeast prion that does not exist in nature ... http://www.sciencedaily.com/releases/2004/03/040323070139.htm.
Uf Researchers Use Adult Stem Cells to Produce Insulin - 22March2004, By Diane Chun, New York Times Syndicate -- University of Florida stem cell researchers appear to have been successful in treating diabetes in mice by chemically coaxing bone marrow stem cells to produce insulin. The findings may one day help doctors combat type 1 diabetes in people, according to Bryon Petersen, an assistant professor of pathology, immunology and laboratory medicine at UF's College of Medicine. But crucial questions about the treatment's potential may take another decade to answer. "This is a preliminary study conducted in animals with diabetes," Petersen said. "But I think it's a very profound study, since it shows that adult stem cell plasticity still exists and that if we understand how we can get a cell to differentiate, we can actually teach an old dog some new tricks." Moderate drinking eases blood pressure - 19March2004, BOSTON, (United Press International via COMTEX) -- U.S. researchers have found that having up to two drinks a day can help men with high blood pressure reduce their risk of death from heart disease ...
