Although Georgia is concerned with any activity
which can affect the Savannah River, most of the
thermal effects from the Savannah River Plant
cooling water discharges occur in South Carolina,
and these discharges are regulated by the South
Carotina Department of Health and Environmental
Control (SCDHEC). Therefore, we will not make
specific recommendations among the alternatives
considered. We do expect that the Department of
