Daily:              Mary Allemand (ESS&H Technician) will discuss electrical-safety Lessons Learned from other DOE sites, during the Morning Safety Meetings.  Dennis Climer (Electrician) will provide input as necessary on these Lessons Learned.

 

Week One (~8/4/04):  Video Presentation:  “Basic Electrical Safety:  Preventing the Shock of a Lifetime”

 

                        Dennis Climer will discuss basic electrical safety at NPR-3 as well as the importance of proper Lockout / Tagout while working / performing repairs and maintenance on NPR-3 Equipment.  The incident at well 26-STX-10, “Site condition results in unexpected discovery of live electrical circuit”, will be discussed.

 

Week Two (~8/11/04):   Video Presentation:  “A Welcome Interruption”

 

                        Dennis Climer will discuss GFCI, AFCI, Grounding and Bonding, and the importance of these at NPR-3.  Lightning safety will be discussed as well.

 

Week Three:(~8/18/04)          A representative from Pacific Power will tentatively be at NPR-3 to give a presentation on power-line safety.

 

                        Dennis Climer will discuss issues involving the incident at the Water Treatment Facility, “Neutral Line Struck by Winch Truck at WTF”.  Included will be safe work practices near power lines located within NPR-3.

 

Week Four (~8/25/04):           Video Presentation:  Undecided.  We will discuss electrical fires and types of fire extinguishers to use if fighting an electrical fire.

 

                        Dennis Climer will discuss electrical fires and how poor methods, shortcuts, and lack of proper equipment can cause a fire.

 

Other:              The Casper-Office safety meetings will be provided the above video presentations either before or after the dates scheduled.  Additional material / information will be provided as necessary for the Safety Window.

 

Tasks:
 

1.         On 8/2/04, employees will be trained to inspect their extension cords, electrical power tools, and other electrical equipment.  They will be provided with a checklist / cheat-sheet and tasked to inspect all of their electrical equipment.  Random inspections will be conducted by the ESS&H Department at various work areas to ensure compliance.

 

2.         Dee Davis (NPR-3) Safety Technician will perform on-the-job training with Dennis Climer.  She will observe Mr. Climer as he performs his normal duties and will offer safety suggestions, if appropriate.  She will report back to the ESS&H Supervisor on her experiences.  Ms. Davis will perform this on-the-job training at least once per week, as time and workload permit.

 

3.         All facilities (beginning with active facilities) will be inspected by the ESS&H Department with emphasis on electrical safety.  Areas / equipment will be inspected for proper labeling / signs.  Electrical installations, connections, and equipment will be inspected for compliance with applicable standards (OSHA and NEC).  All non-compliance issues will be reported in written format with findings, recommendations, and a time line for completion.

 

4.         Standard Operating Procedures from previous contractors will be reviewed for applicability to current NPR-3 operations.  This task will be performed by Dave Crnich, the ESS&H Supervisor, with input from Dennis Climer.
